· Research tells us that children whose families encourage at-home literacy activities have higher decoding skills, higher reading achievement and advanced oral language development.

· Many parents believe that reading orally should cease when children begin to read independently.  No so! 

· It’s OK for a child to reread a favorite book.

· It’s OK for a child to read picture books no matter what age.

· Children can read other things besides a book, consider the following: newspapers, magazines, mail, notes, shopping lists, bumper stickers and even captioned television.

· Solving puzzles and playing games reinforce language and literacy skills.
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
